Rationale:

Guidelines
This is achieved by:
1) The school teaching the current Religious Education curriculum on a 2 year cyclical basis.

2) All Special Character charter requirements being fulfilled.
3) All strands of the curriculum being covered each year. 
4) The Religious Education programme being integrated into other curriculum areas wherever appropriate.

5) Children’s learning being regularly assessed and reported on to parents.
6) Recommended Religious Education curriculum teaching times being complied with.

7) Daily prayer being held in the beginning and end of the school day and  before and after lunch.

8) School liturgies being held on relevant feast days.

9) Whole school masses being held once a month and class masses once a term.

10) The school serving the parish by leading a Parish Family Mass once a term at the Saturday Mass time.

11) The school supporting the Parish in its sacramental programme.

12) Adequate funding being allocated for the implementation of the Religious Education programme, and professional development for staff service training.

13) A DRS being appointed to lead the school Religious Education Programme.

14) Staff being encouraged to further their studies to support the Religious Education Programme and their own personal faith development.
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
